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If you wish to show, demonstrate or perform a hypnotism act in
public, you must have authorisation from the local authority in
England and Wales.Y ou must comply with any conditions attached
to an authorisation.

Fees maybe payable if you apply to a London Borough Council.

A summary of the regulation relating to this licence

No provisions in legislation

Yes. This means that you will be able to act as though your
application is granted if you have not heard from the local authority
by the end of the target completion period
