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	Your case will be considered under the Housing Act 1996, (as amended) by the Homelessness Act 2002, by an officer to consider if you became homeless intentionally. The legislation states that

 …” a person is homeless intentionally if he or she has deliberately done or failed to do something in consequence of which he or she ceases to occupy accommodation and which it would have been reasonable for him or her to continue to occupy…”

What this means is that if the London Borough of Bromley finds you intentionally homeless, they then have no duty of care to offer you accommodation and you will be required to meet your own housing needs. The Council is under a duty of care to offer you advice to find your own accommodation, but not to provide you with accommodation.

This is your opportunity to submit your version of events before a final decision is made whether the Council find you to be intentionally homeless or not.
